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The liveability and economic potential of a region is greatly defined by the quality of human capital, which is primarily affected by the knowledge and creativity of the individuals. The absence of social innovation highlights the needs of the interaction forms that make it possible to increase the liveability, and the retaining force of a region in order to keep workforce and residents.

The generational gap is a social problem that presents in nearly all areas of life. This gap however, can be a kind of driving force in searching for new common solutions and in the adaptation of the best solution. 

The project is aimed at the reputation of social innovation in different generational and social groups in the university town of Veszprem and its agglomeration.

Its goal is to develop new strategic and network structures to measure and increase social innovation and creativity and to integrate the findings in all levels of education. So that generational differences may not be seen as an obstacle but rather an opportunity.
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
